During the registration students will be asked to give a self-assessment of their German skills within the CEFR framework. Please refer to an information document on
this framework in the download section of the application platform.

Should you find out that the selected level is too high or too low for you, you can still change the course level after the course has started. The teachers will provide
guidance and advice on the appropriate level.
